VILLAGE OF HOMEWOOD
BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
TUESDAY—JANUARY 26, 2016
VILLAGE HALL BOARD ROOM

CALL TO ORDER: Village President Hofeld called the regular meeting to order at 7:30
p.m. There were nine people from the public present. Two press representatives were in
attendance.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Village President Hofeld led the audience in the Pledge of
Allegiance.

ROLL CALL: Clerk Marilyn Thomas recorded the roll call. Those present were Village
President Richard Hofeld, Trustee Barbara Dawkins, Trustee Karen Washington, Trustee
Anne Colton, Trustee Jay Heiferman and Trustee Ray Robertson. Trustee Lisa Purcell
was absent.

INTRODUCTION OF STAFF: Village President Hofeld introduced staff members in
attendance: Village Attorney Christopher Cummings, Village Manager Jim Marino,
Director of Finance Dennis Bubenik, Director of Economic and Community
Development Tom Vander Woude, Director of Public Works John Schaefer and Assistant
Village Manager Michael Marzal.

MINUTES: There were no comments or corrections to the minutes of January 12, 2016.
A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee Washington to approve
the minutes of the January 12, 2016, regular Board meeting.

Roll Call: AYES - Trustees Dawkins, Washington, Colton, and Robertson. NAYS -
None. ABSENT - Trustee Purcell. ABSTAIN— Trustee Heiferman. Motion carried.

CLAIMS LIST: The Claims List of $553,789.06 was reviewed. There were no questions
from the Trustees.

A motion was made by Trustee Robertson and seconded by Trustee Colton to approve the
Claims List as presented.

Roll Call: AYES - Trustees Dawkins, Washington, Colton, Heiferman and Robertson.
NAYS —None. ABSENT - Trustee Purcell. Motion carried.

President Hofeld outlined the major costs that totaled nearly 80 percent of the
Claims List: payments of $139,533.26 and $150,048.64 to the City of Harvey for
water, and $147,303.56 for E-COM.

APPOINTMENTS: The Board was asked to appoint Lyle Ashford to the Rail
Committee through January 8, 2019, and reappointments of Carolyn Bury and Karl
Persons to the Tree Committee serving through November 13, 2018; Sherwin




Rosenfeldt to the Cable Commission serving through January 8, 2019; Phil Dillman
to the Rail Committee serving through January 8, 2019, and Larry Garth to the
Veterans Committee serving through January 23, 2019.

A motion was made by Trustee Dawkins and seconded by Trustee Colton to approve
the appointment of Lyle Ashford and the reappointments of Ms. Bury, Mr. Persons,
Mr. Rosenfeldt, Mr. Dillman and Mr. Garth.

Roll Call: AYES - Trustees Dawkins, Washington, Colton, Heiferman and Robertson.
NAYS —None. ABSENT — Trustee Purcell. Motion carried.

Clerk Thomas administered the oath to Lyle Ashford, newly appointed member of
the Rail Committee.

HEAR FROM THE AUDIENCE: President Hofeld invited members of the audience to
address any issues not on the agenda. No comments were offered.

OMNIBUS VOTE: Village Clerk Thomas read the following items:

A. ORDINANCE MC- 943 / CHAPTER 10 - CLASS 9 LIQUOR LICENSE: Pass an
ordinance amending Section 10-58 of the Municipal Code of the Village of
Homewood, Cook County, Illinois, to decrease the number of permitted Class 9
package liquor licenses from two to one.

B. RESOLUTION R-2238 / APPROVAL OF EXECUTIVE SESSION MINUTES:
Pass a resolution approving Executive Session minutes from July through

December 2015 and authorizing the destruction of Executive Session audio
recordings from February 25, 2014 through July 8, 2014.

C. RESOLUTION R-2239 / RELEASE OF EXECUTIVE SESSION MINUTES: Pass
a resolution determining which minutes or portions thereof from Executive
Sessions no longer require confidential treatment.

D. ORDINANCE M-1987 / UTILITY EASEMENT AGREEMENT — 1023 W. 19157
STREET: Pass an ordinance approving a utility easement agreement between
the Village of Homewood as Lessor and Towerco 2013, LLC as Lessee for
property located at 1023 West 1915t Street.

A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee Washington to pass,
approve, accept, or award Omnibus Vote Items “A” through “D”.

Roll Call: AYES - Trustees Dawkins, Washington, Colton, Heiferman and Robertson.
NAYS —None. ABSENT - Trustee Purcell. Motion carried.

OLD/NEW BUSINESS:

ORDINANCE M-1988 / SPECIAL USE — SALON/SPA — 2010 ELM ROAD: Director
Vander Woude came before the Board on a proposed special use request for a beauty




salon at 2010 Elm in downtown Homewood. The proposal from Tracey Louise Moore
had been approved by the Plan Commission, but staff was recommending against the
special use.

A special use approval requires meeting 12 standards, Director Vander Woude said. He
explicitly pointed to three standards that he did not believe the applicant had met:

1) The site did not have sufficient parking. He said nine parking spaces would be
required. The Village had received complaints from a neighbor about customers of the
previous occupant at 2010 EIm parking illegally.

2) The service is already available in the downtown area. In fact, there are now 19 beauty
salons within the downtown area.

3) Adding another beauty salon does not help diversify the business community.

Miss Moore said she looked at the space because it had been a beauty salon and would
not require much interior work for her. She would be the only person running the
business; that would limit her clientele, so she did not see parking as an issue.

Trustees raised several issues, including a proliferation of beauty salons, and the
applicant did not give any indication that she would do anything to enhance the outside of
the business with signage, etc. Yet others applauded Miss Moore and said with free
enterprise she should be allowed to try to begin a business.

Four “Yes’ votes were required for approval ofa special use.

A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee Washington to grant a
variance for a special use at 2010 Elm.

Roll Call: AYES — Trustees Washington, Colton, and Heiferman. NAYS —Trustees
Dawkins and Robertson and President Hofeld. ABSENT — Trustee Purcell. Motion
failed.

MANAGER’S REPORT: Manager Marino said it had been detected that the new water
meters were underreporting. He asked Director Schaefer to address the issue.

Director Schaefer said 47 water meters, or one-half of one percent of all meters installed,
are slightly underreporting. The manufacturer, Sensus, is working with the Village on the
issue and has agreed to provide new meters at no cost. Sensus also will do monthly
checks on meters. For the next three years, 50 meters will be pulled for independent
testing and replaced free of charge to the Village. The 20-year warranty on all meters
remains in affect.

President Hofeld complimented Director Schaefer for bringing the issue to the Board and
working to find a solution that would involve an independent party to also monitor the



meters.

GENERAL BOARD DISCUSSION: Trustee Heiferman announced his community
forum session for the first Monday, February 1, at 6:30 p.m. at the Starbucks on Harwood
Avenue.

ADJOURN: A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee
Washington to adjourn the regular meeting of the Board of Trustees at 7:52 p.m.
