CALL TO ORDER: Village President Hofeld called the regular meeting to order at 7:30
p.m. There were 9 members of the public present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Village President Hofeld led trustees in the Pledge of
Allegiance.

ROLL CALL: Clerk Marilyn Thomas called the roll. Those present were Village
President Richard Hofeld, Trustee Barbara Dawkins, Lisa Purcell, Trustee Karen
Washington, and Trustee Anne Colton. Trustee Jay Heiferman and Trustee Larry
Burnson were absent.

INTRODUCTION OF STAFF: Village President Hofeld introduced staff members in
attendance: Village Attorney Christopher Cummings, Village Manager Jim Marino and
Public Works Director John Schaefer.

MINUTES: The minutes of the regular meeting of July 11, 2017, were accepted.

A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee Washington to approve
the minutes of the board meeting on July 11, 2017.

Roll Call: AYES — Trustees Dawkins, Washington, Colton. NAYS — None. ABSTAIN—
Trustee Purcell. Motion Carried.

CLAIMS LIST: The Claims List of $1,196,466.71 was reviewed. There were no
questions from the Trustees.

A motion was made by Trustee Purcell and seconded by Trustee Colton to approve the
Claims List as presented.

Roll Call: AYES - Trustees Dawkins, Purcell, Washington and Colton. NAYS — None.
Motion carried.

President Hofeld said three items made up approximately 80 percent of the Claims List:
$285,033.94 to the City of Chicago for Lake Michigan water; $126,257.39 for the
village’s quarterly payment for E-COM, and $580,506 to Park Ridge Community Bank
as payment for the 2014 bond principal and interest. President Hofeld said with that
payment to the bank, the village is debt free.

APPOINTMENTS: President Hofeld asked the board to reappoint Greg Knoll to the
Police Pension Board to serve through July 25, 20109.




A motion was made by Trustee Colton and seconded by Trustee Purcell to approve the
reappointment of Greg Knoll to the Police Pension Board.

PRESENTATIONS: Public Works Director John Schaefer introduced Joe Mancini who
has been selected as the next Fleet Supervisor for the department. He was promoted
effective July 3, 2017. A mechanic since 1985, Mancini started in Public Works in 2001.
He has served in the Utility Division and as a Utility Technician overseeing the water
plants.

Clerk Thomas administered the oath of office to Joe Mancini.

HEAR FROM THE AUDIENCE: Homewood resident Sheree Henry introduced herself.
She works as a Cook County Public Defender and will be seeking the Cook County
Circuit Court 2nd Subcircuit judgeship in the next election.
